normal behavior

Crickets can chew
through many materials,
such as plastic screen
material, and escape
out of surprisingly small
holes; make sure your
habitat is secure.

Clean water trough or
replace cricket quencher
regularly; clean and
disinfect the cricket habitat
when empty, but every
other week at a minimum
using a 3% bleach solution.
Remove deceased crickets
as soon as possible.
